Cost of Trip

There is a $100.00 per week charge for meals and lodging.

What is required of you?

4. Attend meetings about this mission trip

participate in the event itself) The yard sale will pay for
equipment and material cost for the camp and VBS. The
yard sale will also cover fuel for the truck and tool trailer
to and from Idaho, van rental, some materials for jobs,
and other miscellaneous cost.




Preparing and Sharing Your Testimony

The purpose of any mission trip is to share the good news about Jesus Christ. Even if you
are going on this trip to do something other than evangelism, you should go prepared to
share your testimony. Spend some time in prayer before you go and pray that God will give

you an opportunity to share Christ. Begin praying for people you will have opportunity to
share with.

God may be preparing a situation with a store clerk, someone on the construction site, a
child in VBS, a young person at a camp, etc. where He will use you to plant a seed of the gos-
pel or lead that person to Christ. You can be prepared for this opportunity by knowing how
to share Christ through your testimony. Perhaps this outline can help:

1. (20% of your testimony) Look back on your
life. What was your life like before you met Christ? This should be a short part of
your testimony that emphasizes how your sinful condition kept you apart from a
relationship with Christ

2. (20% of your testimony) Briefly share the circum-
stances of how you came to realize you needed Christ to save you from your sins.
What did you do? How could someone else make this same decision? Be prepared
to share the basics of how a person can accept Christ?

3. (60% of your testimony) How has your
life changed? What difference has Christ made in your actions, decisions, lifestyle,
etc.?

Discuss looking forward to eternity and your hope of heaven because of your rela-
tionship with Christ?

Write your testimony out. This will help you focus on important points that you want to re-
member. You should be able to give your testimony in 2-3 minutes. People will usually give
you a short amount of time to share your experience with Christ. You should be prepared to
answer and ask questions if you have opportunity to continue the dialogue about salvation.
You should give the individual a chance to respond to your testimony.

Remember, your responsibility is to plant seeds and share truth. Trust the Holy Spirit to
direct your conversation and to convict the individual of his/her need for Christ.

You should try to know the following scripture passages from memory:

John 3:16

Romans 3:23-25

Romans 6:23

Romans 10:9-10

Romans 8:38-39

Here are some helpful hints in sharing your testimony:

Be positive - Point to the greatness of God’s grace against the sinful condition from which He saved you
Listen

Encourage feedback

Don’t argue - If you can argue someone into a decision, someone else can argue them out
Offer to pray for the person

Try not to be offensive

Try not to be defensive
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Items we can use: furniture, toys, kitchen items, antiques, tools, exercise
equipment, jewelry, cars, boats, trains, sporting goods, collectables, appliances,
stereo and electronic equipment, odd stuff, and anything of value.
